Overview 
Platelet-rich plasma (PRP) is defined as a platelet-rich concentrate with platelet levels greater than the baseline platelet 
count in whole blood. This autologous derived substance, also referred to as autologous platelet-derived growth factors, 
platelet gel, platelet-rich concentrate, autogenous platelet gel, plasma rich in growth factors, or platelet releasate, has 
been proposed for the treatment of multiple conditions to enhance healing. 
 
CMS National Coverage Determinations (NCDs) 
A National Coverage Determination (NCD) exists for autologous PRP for the treatment of chronic non-healing diabetic 
wounds. For coverage guidelines, refer to the NCD for Blood-Derived Products for Chronic Non-Healing Wounds (270.3). 
 
CMS Local Coverage Determinations (LCDs) and Articles
